SUBJECT: Evacuation Allowances for Military Member's Dependents
Evacuated Due to Hurricane Katrina

In accordance with Joint Federal Travel Regulations, Volume 1 (JFTR), paragraph U6054-Dl,
the safe haven per diem rates payable to uniformed members' dependents for the first 30 days (up to
100% for dependents 12 or older and up to 50% for those dependents under 12) is approved for an
additional 30 days. The reduced allowance (60% of the locality rate for dependents 12 or older and
30% for those dependents under 12 years) applies on the 615tday.

Reimbursement for lodging is limited to the actual cost of lodging not to exceed the authorized
amount. Receipts for lodging are required. The M&IE authorized is reimbursed as a flat amount,
receipts are not required.
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
